Overnight 20" & 215t November a car parked on its front garden at Rowan Drive
was entered. Several bottles of wine and confectionary were stolen.

A car parked on Westwood Road had damaged caused to the length of the
nearside bodywork overnight 20" & 215t November.

Other crime include an assault, sending inappropriate messages over social
media, and a hate incident

There has been one report of ASB. A vehicle on Hornbeam Drive was egged
overnight 315t October 15t November.
